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I.  NAME

The name of the organization shall be the Saskatchewan Association of Student Council Advisors.  (SASCA)

II. AFFILIATION

This council shall be affiliated with the Saskatchewan Teachers’ Federation as a special subject council.

III. AIMS AND OBJECTIVES

A.  General:

      1.  To promote leadership training.

      2.  To present practical information and ideas in respect to planning, organizing, managing and supervising student activities.

      3.  To develop a spirit of sharing and co-operation as it pertains to the operation of student councils and extra-curricular activities in a school setting.

B.  Particular

      1.  To be of mutual assistance by sharing information as to successful practices for student council advisors.

      2.  To maintain a continuous study of the overall pattern of student council activities in this province.

      3.  To try to preserve a proper balance between the curricular and extra-curricular program.

      4.  To promote an annual provincial workshop for student council representatives and their advisors.

      5.  To promote national and international conferences.

IV. MEMBERSHIP

A.  Regular Membership ~ Membership is open to all persons supportively interested in student leadership, with the provision that at all times at least 51% of the membership be members of the STF.

B.  Honourary Lifetime Membership ~ Honourary Lifetime Membership may be presented to an individual by the Executive.  Criteria to be used when conferring this award shall be the following:

     a)  The individual must have served on the SASCA Executive.

     b)  The individual must have been a student council advisor for at least 10 years.

     c)  The individual must have actively promoted student leadership.

     d)  The individual must have had a positive, longstanding impact on student leaders.

Travel and accommodation expenses up to a maximum of $200.00 will be provided to individuals attending the fall conference to accept an Honourary Lifetime Membership.

V.  FEES

Membership fees shall be established by resolution at the annual general meeting.

VI. EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

A. The Executive shall consist of:

     1.  President

     2.  Secretary-Treasurer

     3.  Past President (appointed) (to fulfill duties of president if absent)
     4.  Organizer of the past Conference

     5.  Organizer of the present Conference

     6.  Organizer of next year's Conference (joins in May of the year previous to their conference)
     7.  6 Members-at-Large

     8.  Communications Director (website, newsletter, social media, etc.) (appointed by the Executive from Members-at-large)
     9. Scholarship Chairperson (appointed by the Executive)
     10.  Saskatchewan's representative on the Canadian Student Leadership Association (CSLA) (appointed from the Executive for a two year term)
     11.  Members will serve two year terms.  The President and three Members-at-Large will be elected one year and the Secretary-Treasurer and the other three Members-at-Large will be elected on alternate years.

B. Elections

The election of members to the Executive Committee will take place at the Annual General Meeting.

VII. MEETINGS

A.  The Annual General Meeting of the membership will be held to coincide with the Fall Conference.

B.  Additional meetings will be held at the discretion of the Executive.

VIII. REPRESENTATION

Any representation which the special subject council wishes to make to any organization, persons, government, department or other agency outside the Federation shall be conducted through the regular channels of the Federation as provided for under section 36 of The Teachers’ Federation Act, 2006.

IX. AMENDMENTS

Amendments to the constitution may be made by a majority vote of the members present at the Annual General Meeting.

X.  DISSOLUTION

Dissolution of SASCA shall be affected by a two-thirds vote of members present at an annual meeting.  Should it be necessary to dissolve SASCA, all assets will be passed on to the Canadian Student Leadership Association (CSLA) (formerly the Canadian Association of Student Activity Advisors (CASAA).
